EL Dr. TABARE VAZQUEZ RESPONDIO A LAS 10 PREGUNTAS DEL JUEZ EN LO PENAL DE 32 TURNO

En la denuncia presentada por Adolfo Wasem Mosquera por la muerte de su padre Adolfo
Wasem Alaniz! patrocinada el Equipo Juridico del Observatorio Luz Ibarburu, el Dr. Tabaré Vazquez que
fuera en su cardcter de especialista en Oncologia y Radioterapia uno de los médicos que intervino en el
tratamiento de Wasem, contesté por escrito al Interrogatorio formulado por el Juez Dr. Gustavo
Irribarren.

El Dr. Vazquez, actualmente profesor titular grado 5 de servicio de Radioterapia de la Facultad de
Medicina, aclaré en sus respuestas que “nunca estuve vinculado laboralmente como médico con el
Hospital Central de las Fuerzas Armadas (Hospital Militar), por lo que ninguna vinculacion de
dependencia funcional existio ni en el periodo referido en la pregunta, ni en ningun otro, por lo que
descarto la existencia de régimen de trabajo y responsabilidades profesionales en el Centro referido”.

Declaré que Adolfo Wasem Alanis no fue su paciente. Que si participé en la fase de tratamiento
de Radioterapia, y que su intervencidn se limité a indicar el tratamiento de Radioterapia y controlar la
realizacion del mismo. Que Wasem era trasladado desde el Hospital Militar, acompafiado por
enfermeros y efectivos militares al Instituto Nacional de Oncologia del Ministerio de Salud Publica, para
efectuarle tratamiento. Que el tratamiento médico (quimioterapia) le fue realizado a Waswm por su
médico oncdélogo en el Hospital Militar.

Respondid “que desconocia las condiciones de reclusion” de Wasem y que no puede afirmar qué
efecto o incidencia pudo tener en la evolucion de la enfermedad la situaciéon de reclusion, aunque
existen al respecto publicaciones cientificas, unas que plantean la posible o eventual relacidn entre la
depresion, el estrés y patologia del cancer; y otras que niegan tal vinculacién.

El interrogatorio a los médicos que intervinieron como médicos tratantes en el Hospital Militar,
puede intentar arrojar mas luz sobre esta investigacion.

! Expediente IUE 93-194/2012 iniciado en el 2012 en la que actla la Fiscal Maria del Huerto Martinez, se denuncia la
situacion a que fue sometido Wasem detenido el 20/5/1972 por a gentes de inteligencia policial/militar y que murié en el
Hospital Militar el 17/11/1984. A partir de 1973, en calidad de “rehén” estuvo detenido en diferentes unidades militares del
interior del pais, donde fue sometido a condiciones inhumanas. En mayo de 1981 fue operado de un tumor maligno, por lo
que debia seguir diversos tratamientos que sin embargo le fueron proporcionados en forma absolutamente discontinuada y
en régimen infrahumano de reclusién. Desde abril de 1984 permanecié en el referido Hospital, internado en una sala-
calabozo y completamente aislado.

PRESIDENT TABARE VAZQUEZ ANSWERED 10 QUESTIONS
IN THE CRIMINAL CASE INVESTIGATING THE MURDER OF ADOLFO WASEM

As part of the proceedings in the criminal complaint filed by Adolfo Wasem Mosquera regarding
the death of his father, Adolfo Wasem Alaniz, which is currently being legally sponsored by the legal
team of the Observatorio Luz Ibarburu, the current President of Uruguay, Dr. Tabaré Vazquez, a
specialist in Oncology and Radiotherapy, replied in writing to questions submitted by judge Dr. Gustavo
Irribarren, in his capacity as one of the doctors involved in treating Mr. Wasem.

Wasem was detained on 20/5/1972 by police and military agents and later died at the Military
Hospital on 17/11/1984. Starting in 1973, he was imprisoned in different military units in the interior of
the country, where he was subjected to inhumane conditions and kept as a "hostage"”. In May 1981, he
received surgery for malignant cancer; he ought to have followed subsequent medical treatments for his
condition, but these were provided in an absolutely discontinued form and while he was being subjected
to a subhuman prison regime. From April 1984 he was detained at the Military Hospital, hospitalised in
complete isolation.

Dr. Vazquez, currently a top grade professor of Radiation Therapy at the Faculty of Medicine,
explained in his responses that "had never entered into a working relationship as a doctor with the Central
Hospital of the Armed Forces (Military Hospital); there was never any connection with that hospital
neither at the time of the event in question nor at any other moment, and he ruled out the existence of any
work or professional responsibilities at the referred medical centre".

Vazquez asserted that Adolfo Wasem Alanis had not been his patient. He did, however, participate
in the Radiotherapy treatment phase, but his role was limited to prescribing radiation therapy and to the
monitoring of its carrying-out. Wasem was transferred from the Military Hospital, accompanied by nurses
and military personnel, to the National Institute of Oncology of the Ministry of Public Health, to receive
the treatment. The medical treatment (chemotherapy) was administered by Wasem’s oncologist at the
Military Hospital.

He stated "that he was unaware of Wasem’s detention conditions™ and that he could not affirm
what effect or impact these might have had on the development of Wasem’s disease, although there are
scientific publications about that topic, some suggesting a possible or eventual link between depression,
stress and the pathology of cancer, while others denying such a connection.

The questioning of the doctors who intervened as attending physicians at the Military Hospital can
hopefully shed more light about this investigation.
